1.  Roll Call 
Nancy Gronowski called the meeting to order at 6:05p.m. In attendance were Steve Dodds, Bill Gordon, 
Scott Bullard, Chris Stewart, Dave Barra and Ivan Anderholm, and Dina Balogh staff. Also in attendance 
were Kristen Gottlieb. Ryan Hubbard, Bill Edgar and Jan Wirtz were excused absent. Unexcused absents 
Youth member Jacob Rappaport.  
 
2.  Approve February 18, 2015 Meeting Minutes 
Bill Gordon made a motion to approve the February 18, 2015 minutes. Scott Bullard seconded the 
motion. The motion unanimously passed.  
  
3.  Open Communication 
3.1   Mission, Vision Values project at the Adult Community Center: Ann Adrian, manager of the Lake 
Oswego Adult Community Center (LOACC) 
Ann told PRAB the Adult Community Center hired Forward Motion and Ideascape to research and revise 
the centers mission, vision and values statements. The Adult Community Center is celebrating the 
centers 45th anniversary. The process involved the following internal and external methods: staff 
meetings and visioning sessions, public meetings, a public survey, and ongoing communications and 
strategizing with organization leadership. Significant efforts were made to engage LOACC volunteers, 
members and a cross-section of Lake Oswego citizens in this process. For maximum participation in the 
process, notices were published in Hello LO, invitations and a survey notice were publicized via email 
blasts, and staff members conducted personal outreach to LOACC members, guests and volunteers.  
The Mission, Vision and Values statement not only provide a compass for the center’s work but also 
should serve the ACC for development of a detailed strategic plan. She noted the plan outlines the 
elements of how the organization will live up to its mission, vision and values through its programs, 
adaptability to changing demographics and community needs, staffing, strategic partnerships, and 
facilities. Ann noted on February 23, 2015 the ACC adopted new Mission and Vision Values.  
The new statements are: 
Mission  
The Center provides citizens ways to enrich their lives.  
Vision  
Generations of citizens in our community come to the LOACC to have welcoming and transformational 
experiences. We enrich and excite adults with programs and classes that meet their needs and staff who 
create positive experiences for all.  
Values  
Stewardship (Caring for People and Environment) Inspiring Connectivity (Building Community) Creative 
engagement (Enriching Lives)  
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The Mission and Vision values statements were emailed to the ACC 4000 participants. 68% of the 
respondents agreed with the statement: “I believe this mission statement can guide the Center toward 
success”.  
56% of Respondents agreed that the vision statement “Aligns with the mission and will serve to guide 
the Center toward success.” The final process, public participants and staff met for more of an exercise 
what they envisioned for the ACC in the next 5 to 10 years as a result of the comments? Intriguing ideas 
that bubbled up in the final process were; Health/Fitness Focus, Intergenerational programming, 
comprehensive volunteer program (250 currently), enhanced hospitality, provocative lifelong learning, 
ongoing assessment of programs and offerings, greater public and awareness, safe and secure facilities 
concerning seismic strength upgradability. (The building was built in 1975, currently does meet seismic 
standards)  
 
 The Adult Community Center serves 5000 people annually. Currently the ACC provides human services, 
Meals on Wheels, transportation, and activities. The center is unique and more diverse compared to 
other community centers in Oregon and is applying for their second accreditation from the National 
council on aging. The LOACC is one of two centers accredited in Oregon.  
 
Ivan Anderholm told PRAB critical changes at last year’s Boards and Commissions forum the 50+ 
advisory board will now be more involved in the ACC issues and 50+ community and noted the ACC 
goals align with Parks and Recreation goals. For the last two years Parks and Recreation and the LOACC 
have integrated recreation and human services providing services and programs for toddlers to those 90 
and over. Ivan told PRAB Ann is meeting the goals laid out by parks and the ACC. The ACC is more 
integrated with Parks and Recreation now than in the past with increasing numbers in fitness classes, 
increasing numbers in human services and increased awareness campaigns for getting the message out 
to the community.  
 
The ACC, with 12.000 SF is the largest asset Parks has not including the West End Building and has 
infrastructure issues.  
Bill Gordon proposed the next PRAB meeting, April 15, 2015 be at the Adult Community Center. PRAB 
and Ann Adrian agreed.     
  
4.  Old Business 
4.1 PRAB Recruitment Update: Dina Balogh 
Six PRAB applications have been received.  Dina noted Ryan Hubbard is reapplying and the other 
applicants are PRAB alternate Bill Edgar, Diane Daggett, Kristen Gotlieb, Caitie Butler, and Mark Hoyt. 
Dina noted a tentative interview date has been set for March 30 starting at 4:00 pm. The interview team 
is Nancy Gronowski, Jeff Gudman, and Skip ONeill.  
  
4.2 PRAB Living Well In LO Update: Dina Balogh 
2015 Program Review 
The Passport to Fun is completed and ready for insertion into the summer activity guide. 
Representatives for Living Well In LO (LWILO) will be present at major Parks and Recreation events. 
Parks staff and volunteers will be scheduled at the major events representing Living Well in LO. She 
asked PRAB if they would like to volunteer to participate at the Living Well In LO major events. The 
LWILO website, LO Review and communications plan is in process. Parks and Recreation staff will have a 
staff meeting on March 25 to roll out all communications including social media: #What’s Your Living 
Well in LO 
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Partnership Updates 
New Seasons, KIND, Lake Oswego School District and LO Review partnerships are all in process. The LO 
Review is interviewing Parks and Recreation the week of March 23 for an interview that will be in the 
April 9 edition. 
 
Promotion Updates 
Jan Wirtz will be going to the Neighborhood Groups Chairman meeting in April. 
Jan Wirtz will plan to promote Living Well In LO to the LO Boards & Commissions. 
The Springs at Carmen Oaks retirement community is on board to promote Living Well In LO activities.  
Jan Wirtz went the Chamber of Commerce meet and greet on March 13. He noted that the meet and 
greet went well.  
Jan Wirtz will plan to meet with Service Clubs and the Rotary‐ Lions Clubs to promote LWILO.  
Jan Wirtz will be sending invites to LO Moms Club and the LO Women’s Club to discuss promoting 
LWILO.  
 
4.3 PRAB Asset Management Update: Ivan Anderholm 
Ivan has been working with Ryan Stee on the Asset Management framework. They looked at Asset 
Management in Portland and researched Asset Management nationally. They are working on making 
the language of the documentation sync with the framework of what they want the asset management 
to look like. For Asset Management to be a functional effort we have to know how it ties into our 
program provision and the strategic plan for providing services. Ivan will bring the framework to PRAB 
along with information from management staff meetings and department. Ivan and Ryan are looking at 
what the Parks and Recreation goals should be for asset management and how it integrates with Parks 
programs. They are looking for comprehensive cohesion between acquired assets and service provision.  
 
Ivan told PRAB he will email the ready draft of the framework to PRAB when he has it and will ask PRAB 
for feedback and direction on the framework.  
 
4.4 PRAB Overall Infrastructure and Space Needs Update: Steve Dodds 
Steve told PRAB he spoke with Brant Williams about the offers for the purchase of the West End Building 
(WEB). No offer has been accepted by the City Council. Steve noted the WEB has been paid down to 
16.8 mil. A decision was made by the City Council a few years ago to self-amortize the WEB. Steve noted 
there is a 4 to 6 week window that PRAB may have for discussion. Steve invited PRAB to a brain storming 
session at 7am on Friday at Chucks to work on an approach regarding Parks and Recreation space needs. 
Steve noted the replacing the WEB will be hard to do.    
     
5.  New Business   
5.1   Ivan Anderholm told PRAB the First Addition Neighbors/ Forest Hills Neighborhood Association 
respectfully submitted a request that the newly created park site on Sunningdale Road be named and 
approved by PRAB. Bill Gordon made a motion to approve the naming of the newly created park site 
as Stafford Grove Park. Steve Dodds seconded the motion. The motion unanimously passed.   
  
  
5.2 Director’s Report: Ivan Anderholm 
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Ivan handed out the Lake Oswego Golf Course revenue sheet, fiscal year 2013-14 and year to date fiscal 
year 2014-15. February 2015 revenue was much better than last year. The range improvements and golf 
balls and perceived experience has increased attendance. Ivan noted the mayor would like the 
department exploration for new management and operational opportunities. The golf course 
management proposal deadline is April 27. Proposals are requested from Kemper Sports and the Daniels 
Group/Red Tail. Ivan told PRAB he would want to evaluate the proposal then move to work exclusively 
with management after October 1.  
 
Improvements to the Golf Course have been included in the current budget. The first phase of 
improvements was to clean up the range putting tin, dividers and new range balls. The second phase will 
start the first week of April. Ivan has consulted with Jeff Munro, Parks Maintenance Superintendent and 
Golf Course Manager, Tom Mueller to move the chipping green near the putting green, which will give a 
good presentation. All changes and improvements at the Lake Oswego Golf Course are in the budget.  
 
Ivan told PRAB Foot Golf greens are located off of the rough and the fairway.  The Foot Golf holes will 
have green covers and flags. All foot golf round fees are priced at $15 for 18 holes. Ivan has heard only 
positive remarks from people in the community. Tom Mueller is being contacted by groups and 
associations to have Foot Golf tournaments. Sixteen foursomes have signed up for the free day.  
 
Parks and Rec is partnering with Little League to have concession building fixed at Westlake Parks Fields. 
Little League and parks are each funding half of $12,000 project cost.   
 
Ivan told PRAB the budget is prepared for two years, and that the department is forecasting personnel 
cost and general fund revenue through 2027-2028.  
 
Ivan told PRAB that at Tuesday’s Council meeting, one of the projects is formalizing with the School 
District a new Inter-Governmental Agreement (IGA) and he will be working on the IGA project.  
  
Nancy Gronowski told PRAB she was impressed with the Maintenance staff clean up after last week’s 
storm.  
 
After PRAB adjourned Ivan Anderholm gave a tour of the WEB teen center and other areas with active 
Parks and Recreation programs.
