Jorge has only a few weeks before his 

five-year-old son Natan leaves to live 

with his mother in Rome.  Intent on 

teaching Natan about their Mayan 

heritage, Jorge takes him to the pristine 

Chinchorro reef, and eases him into the rhythms of a 

fisherman’s life.  As the bond between father and son 

grows stronger, Natan learns to live in harmony with 

life above and below the surface of the sea.

Faced with a difficult 

moral dilemma, Marcela will prove that death can't 

always stop life.

During a road trip to visit their dying 

father, an estranged brother and sister 

discover a hidden diary that reveals a 

family legacy of fear and torture.

murdered under Argentina's military dictatorship, some 

of whom may have now returned to our world.

In Madrid, Harry Caine is a blind 

screenwriter, assisted by Judit and her 

son Diego. The past comes rushing in 

when Harry learns of the death of 

Ernesto Martel, a wealthy businessman, 

and Ernesto's son pays Harry a visit. In a series of 

flashbacks to the 1990s, we see Harry, who was then 

Mateo Blanco, a director; he falls in love with Ernesto's 

mistress, Lena, and casts her in a film, which Ernesto 

finances.

Circo follows the Ponce family's 

hardscrabble circus as it struggles to stay 

together despite mounting debt, 

dwindling audiences, and a simmering 

family conflict. Tino, the ringmaster, is 

driven by his dream to lead his parents' circus to 

success and corrals the energy of his whole family, 

including his four young children, towards their 

singular goal. But his wife Ivonne is determined to 

make a change.

When 

the new ball Manuel gets as a gift is kicked into a 

minefield, he and his friends will do everything to 

recover their prized belonging. 860 COL 

Colors of the Mountain (2010) 

Manuel learns that his imprisoned father 

is going to be executed in the next week 

at a Texas prison. The only problem is 

that Manuel lives in Mexico and his wife 

is expecting their firstborn within the 

week. So, Manuel decides to trek across Mexico with 

his camera toting friend, Diego, and make a 

documentary that turns out to be both heartwarming 

and funny.

Lala, a teen from the most exclusive 

suburban neighborhood in Argentina, is 

in love with Guayi, the family's 20-year-

old maid. They hatch a plan to rob Lala's 

family to fund their dream of living 

together in Paraguay at the shores of Lake Ypoa. 

Unexpectedly, Guayi is arrested and put in a minors 

institute near Buenos Aires for a crime she committed 

long ago. Desperate to be with her, Lala hatches a 

dangerous rescue plan to get her back. 860 FIS 

The Fish Child (2009) 

Karen has left her slimy but successful 

husband Mario after ten years of 

marriage. She needs a fresh start to find 

out who she is and who she could be, 

despite her husband's proclamation that 

she can do absolutely nothing. She walks out into 

Bogotá with no job, no friends, and hardly any money, 

but catches a break when she meets a hairdresser 

named Patricia at a cheap flophouse. 860 KAR 

Karen Cries on the Bus (2011) 

In the middle of the Atlantic Ocean, 

Farrel asks the captain of the freighter he 

works on to go ashore once they reach 

the port of Ushuaia, a town in southern 

Argentina. He wants to return to his 

birthplace and see if his mother is still alive. For the 

past twenty years he has worked as a seaman. Having 

reached the cluster of houses where he grew up, Farrel 

discovers his mother is indeed still alive, but someone 

else has become part of the family. 860 LIV 

Liverpool (2008) 

Raquel has been the maid for an upper-

class Chilean family for 23 years. On 

Raquel's 41st birthday, Pilar Valdez and 

family force the sullen, withdrawn maid 

to emerge from her kitchen sanctum and 

join the family for a celebration, but her discomfort is 

as strong as the family's need to acknowledge their 

awkward dependence on her.  Raquel resorts to darkly 

comedic tricks as she drives away anyone trying to take 

her place.

Daniel is the first European with Down's 

syndrome to graduate from a university. 

He starts a social services job as an 

office worker and embarks on a romance 

with Laura, a neurotic but 'normal' co-

worker, drawing the attention of both their co-workers 

and families. But these rebellious souls refuse to give 

in to the rules as they find friendship and love as 

they've never known.

Me, Too (2009) 

Fausta suffers from 'The Milk of Sorrow, 

' an illness transmitted through mother's 

milk by women who've been raped 

during Peru's civil wars. Stricken with 

the fear that she's contracted the illness 

from her mother's breast milk, Fausta goes to extreme 

lengths to protect her own sexuality and safety. After 

her mother's sudden death, she finds herself compelled 

to embark on a frightening journey for re-awakening, 

freedom, and wholeness.

Milk of Sorrow (2009) 



Director Patricio Guzman travels to the 

driest place on earth, Chile's Atacama 

Desert, where astronomers examine 

distant galaxies, archaeologists uncover 

traces of ancient civilizations, and 

women dig for the remains of disappeared relatives.
